Thank you for considering a shelter pet!  
Please read and understand the following information:
· When adopting a pet from a shelter please remember:  These animals are most often strays rescued off the streets or come to us with no previous vet care.  
· While we try our best, we cannot and do not make any guarantee as to the age, breed, health, temperament, or future size of the animal.  
· We do not have the funds to fully vet your new friend.  You are helping to rescue this animal and get it to its full health and happiness.
· If you adopt and cannot keep the animal, Fayette Friends of Animals must be notified and we may take the animal back no later than 14 days from your call, per your signed contract.  There are absolutely no refunds.  Your adoption “fee” is a donation.

THINK BEFORE YOU ADOPT!  Are you acting in the animal’s best interest? Can you give this animal a stable home for 10-20 years?  Do you have time for a new family member (home at least 5 hours during the day)?  Can you train a new dog/puppy and apply obedience?  Can you afford the vet bills?  If you rent, can you honestly say you will never move to a place that does not allow pets?  These animals have already been through enough in their lives and we reserve the right to decline your application if we feel you cannot meet these criteria.  
· Medical Emergencies:  Should your new pet have any signs of serious illness such as lethargy, diarrhea, vomiting, not urinating or not eating or drinking take it to your veterinarian immediately.  If the animal tests positive for parvo within the first week of coming home, call the shelter from 1 to 5 pm at 724-245-7815 and we will ask you to bring your pet to our vet for continued treatment at no cost.  Please understand we are not here 24 hours a day; FFA can not reimburse any part of your vet bill with your vet.  For issues such as sneezing, coughing, eye and nasal discharge, incision-site discharge and ringworm please see your veterinarian.  These issues are common in shelter animals and may emerge after you take ownership of the pet. The care for these issues will be your responsibility.  
Health Checks: Your new pet has shared its home with many other dogs and cats.  Your veterinarian must be visited within two weeks with a stool sample to check for worms and other intestinal parasites which are very common but may cause serious health issues if untreated, and to schedule further vaccinations.  This is especially very important with puppies and kittens.  
Feeding:  We primarily feed our pups and kittens Purina foods. Changing the animal’s food should be done slowly.  Drastic food changes may cause the animal to have the following symptoms:  diarrhea, vomiting or not eating.  However, change in food is not the only cause of diarrhea and vomiting (see above). 

Time to Adjust:   Your new pet has switched homes and will need a few weeks (sometimes even months) to become comfortable.  Give the pet time to adjust to family and leave alone for a few days when eating and chewing on treats.  Do not leave a dog off its leash.  Purchase an ID tag with your phone number.  You will also need, by law, a state license for any dog three months or older.
Training:  Please avail yourself of the services of a certified dog trainer.  You can also find help with training on the internet.  Please don’t rely on your neighbor’s advice.  Proper training can help prevent animals being returned to the shelter, prevent the animal running into the street and being killed or lost, prevent having your personal belongings ruined, and prevent a human from being harmed by your pet.  It is absolutely essential.
